The Alec McKay Memorial Award

WHO WAS ALEC MCKAY AND WHY AN AWARD IN HIS NAME?

Alexander (Alec) McKay was the son of William and Margaret McKay. Alec was born in Tallarook and
was educated at the Tallarook State School as a boy. In later life he grew up to be a tall fellow and
stood over six feet in height. As an adult Alec worked on the railways, still in Tallarook.

Alec joined the Australian Imperial Force after the casualty lists from the Gallipoli campaign had
reached Australia. Men who enlisted at this time were known as “Fair Dinkums”, meaning that if you
knew just how bad the war was, but still joined up anyway, you must be fair dinkum- not simply an
adventurer.

Alec joined the Australian Imperial Force and was allocated to a battalion with an incredible fighting
record, the 14" Battalion. Alec was popular in his battalion and was known to his mates as “Big
Alec”.

Alec was fighting at Pozieres during the Battle of the Somme in France when, on the 10™ of August
1916, he was killed; buried alive by a German shell that landed close to the dugout in which he was
sheltering. His mates tried to dig him out but couldn’t save him. His body couldn’t be found and Alec
was listed as “Killed in Action- No Known Grave”.

Years later, a French farmer found Alec’s body and he was identified by his identity disc. Alec was
reburied in a beautiful Commonwealth War Cemetery not far from where he was killed. He’s still there
today at Serre Road No.2 Cemetery (Row XVIII.D.4) near the quiet village of Serre, at rest among
many thousands of other young men killed in the Battle of the Somme.

Alec’s parents moved away from Tallarook shortly after the war and eventually, over the years those
that knew Alec, died or drifted away from the town. Eventually the links which once strongly joined
Alec McKay to Tallarook were, one-by-one, broken and he was forgotten.

It's sad to think that a boy who was born and bred in Tallarook, went to school, and worked here is
now virtually forgotten in his home community. It was on a pilgrimage to the Somme in 2008 that the
Whitford family visited Alec McKay’'s grave, probably the first people from Tallarook to do so.
Standing at Alec’s lonely grave sparked an idea that the servicemen and women who have done
honour to Tallarook should not be allowed to disappear just because some time has drifted by.
Alec was just an ordinary man, but he was an ordinary bloke from our Tallarook and shouldn’t ever be
forgotten. So it was that the idea for the Alec McKay Memorial Award was born on a French
battlefield in 2008.

WHAT DOES THE AWARD CONSIST OF AND WHO CAN RECEIVE IT?

The Alec McKay Memorial Award will be presented to a single Tallarook School student regardless of
age or gender, each year, close to the anniversary of Remembrance Day in November. The winner of
the award each year will receive a high quality military history book at a presentation ceremony at the
school. The winner will also be entitled to wear a special lapel badge as a reminder to all that they
have won this prestigious award.

The winner of the award will be drawn from nominations from Parents, Teachers or any member of
the Tallarook Community. As nominations are received, they will be published in the school
newsletter for all to see. To be nominated for the Alec McKay Memorial Award the nominated student
must have displayed in a single or multiple occasions, key attributes which are widely held as special
and unique to Australian servicemen.

These attributes can/should include concepts such as:
Mateship,
Courage and determination in the face of overwhelmi ng odds,
Sacrifice in a good cause,
Improvisation under stress,
Volunteerism,
The ordinary citizen showing leadership,
Egalitarianism,
Protection of the weak, injured, or vulnerable, reg  ardless of personal cost or risk,
Endurance in a selfless cause.

And perhaps most importantly;

The embracing of the concept that servicemen should be remembered, not simply through
the rituals of remembrance but actually remembered through personal contact,
research, and “spreading the word” among the wider community.

We hope that this fine award is embraced by all the Tallarook community. Please get behind it. If you
wish to nominate a student for the Alec McKay Memorial Award, please contact the school for a
nomination form. Remember that Remembrance Day is fast approaching so timing is critical.
