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In term 2 this year, our Grade 5/6 students made short films using video, stop motion and still photography applying  the 
knowledge gained from the Hands on History program with Tim Whitford over the past few years. Each film was based on 
the idea of commemoration and symbols of remembrance.  These films were entered into a competition held by 1000 
Poppies.org  and organised by the History Teachers Association of Victoria. 
 
The film ‘Wreath of Poppies’, created by Cody Thomson and Dylan Mendoza, was awarded Equal First Prize with an entry 
entitled ‘The Christmas Truce’ by  Melbourne Grammar student, Daniel Target.  The judges from the HTAV described our 
students’ film as ‘a lyrical and evocative piece which successfully interpreted the poppy as a symbol of loss, death, 
remembrance and absence in war’. They also went on to state that the boys ‘used stop motion editing techniques to great 
effect and demonstrated a strong understanding of visual imagery as a narrative technique’. 
 
Another of our entries gained a Highly Commended award (in other words- 2nd prize) for their film ‘History of Tallarook’.  
Georgia Gardner, Cassandra Sherwood and Alexandra Whitford used a combination of still and video photography based 
on the 2/22nd Battalion which trained in Tallarook in preparation for their role in WWII.  The judges thought ‘particularly 
striking was their re-enactment of painting rocks white as done by the 2/22nd Battalion for use as weight in training 
exercises. 
 
On Friday, two of the judges from the History Teachers Association of Victoria; Jo Clyne and Annabel Astbury, visited our 
school to present the awards to all of our students.  Jo bubbled with enthusiasm for all of the entries submitted by our 
students as she and Annabel presented the certificates.  They were both excited that so many parents had managed to come 
to assembly and see our kids receive their awards, and Dylan and Cody each receive the flip cameras offered for First Prize. 
 
I would like to take this opportunity to sincerely thank  both Tim and Liz Whitford for their interest, input and support in 
the creation of the films.  Liz, particularly, overflowed with ideas for the films that gave our kids a real head start before 
filming even began..... and Tim ... well... his unbelievably great program ‘Hands on History’ totally engaged the students 
and along with Lynette’s urging and awesome support  in the classroom, made our students’ knowledge and film making 
skills a winning combination...
